TOOLS EXPLAINED

HA T IT SMACKS YOU IN THE CHEST AND FLINGS YOLIR BEER ACROSS THE ROOM, DENTING THE FRESHLY-
PAINTED PROJECT WHICH YOU HAD CAREFLILLY SET IN THE CORNER WHERE NOTHING COLILD GET TO IT.

WIRE WHEEL: CLEANS PAINT OFF BOLTS AND THEN THROWS THEM SOMEWHERE LUINDER THE WORKBENCH WITH THE
